Background:

Directions: 

You are going to create a suitcase full of objects that represent you as a Northern during the Industrial Revolution- Pre Civil War Era. You must have at least 5 items in your suitcase. You must at have least 1 item to represent each of the 5 themes of U.S. History: geography, society, economics, politics, and morale. The items can be pictures of real items or actual items. You will need to have a 3-5 sentence explanation of why the item is in your suit case, how it represents you as a Northerner and how it relates to the specific theme of U.S. History. The more complete items (including correct description) you have in your box the higher your grade. Since the minimum is 5 items to receive an A on this project your must have more than 5 items. You may repeat themes but must have at least one item per theme. Make sure your items are clearly marked with complete descriptions. Unknown items or descriptions will not count in the overall grade of the project. Do not use one object for more than one theme.

Supplies needed: 

· A box which you can use as your suitcase (such as a shoe box, cereal box or event a real suitcase)

· You will need to have at least 5 items in your box. The items can be pictures of real items or actual items. Remember to be creative. If you have a box of all pictures you will not get full marks on creativity.
