Our National Parks- PREAP/GT
In order to get a better appreciation for our national parks, you and a partner will do a research project over a national park of your choosing. To help you decide, there is a list of the parks on the back of the page. Once you’ve decided, let me know ASAP so that I can add your names and park to the list. Each park can only be used once per period.
This project will be enhanced by work you will be completing in your science classroom. Students will pick their partners in Social Studies class. When you get to science you will work with anyone in the class that has your park. However in science class all the products will be generated and graded separately. Any project created in science will be added to the overall exhibit but might not be created by every member of the Social Studies group. 

When you have completed this project we will be having a National Parks exhibition which will combine your Social Studies and Science work into one museum style display. You will be presenting your work to other Baines students. The student display will be on Friday May 17th. Students must dress professionally on the day of the exhibition (dress pants, ties, dresses, etc…) they may earn additional points by dressing up in character instead to represent their park. 

You will need to include the following:

1. Create a brochure/flyer/booklet with general information about the park: (45 points)

- General park information (where it’s located, how large it is, when it opened, any other names that it has had, the history of the park, etc... see National Parks Project Research Sheet)

- Scientific information (plants, animals and natural features found in the park)

- Include how the 5 themes of Geography relate to your national park in your brochure. (See Research Sheet)

- At least 5 pictures from the park, include pictures of your scientific information and famous landmarks 

(MAKE SURE YOU CITE ALL INFORMATION INCLUDING PICTURES!)

2. Option #1 Create a poster that advertises the key parts of your park & entices people to visit. (30 points) OR
Option #2 Create a digital commercial that advertises the key parts of your park & entices people to visit. (30 pts)

Must Include:

- An outline map of the United States with your National Park labeled on it.

- Geographic features which are unique to the park.

- Activities that people can do at the park

- Photograph or Drawing of the park

- Digital Commercials must be at least 1 minute and 30 seconds long

- Remember this is an advertisement; try to be creative and make it something that you would see on television or on the internet. 

3. Write a newspaper article which discusses current events in the park. (15 points)

-The article must be about an event in the past 12 months of the park

-It must be at least 150 words long (approx. 15 sentences)

-You may use the newspaper template for the article or create your own newspaper.

4. A relief map that shows terrain and elevation of the park (10 points)

-Possible mediums- clay, paper mache, foam, NO FOOD!
To earn a 100% each group must have a relief map that shows terrain and elevation of the park. You must label the key geographic features (mountains, rivers, etc…) on the map with pins and flags. Max score without the relief map is 90%.

We will be going to the computer lab on May 1st-May 3rd, but Mrs. Brown will also be loaning us books and iPads to use in the room. You will have at least 4 days to work in class, but possibly up to 6. All other research will need to be done outside of class.
